Board Meeting Notes

On February 8™ the Board met and conducted the following

business:
Approved the minutes of the January 8" meeting.
Reviewed the monthly report: Attendance 88%. 84
Administrative hours with 40 members. Service hours
188 with 19 different members. Gerry Keener put in 79
hours with Habitat for Humanity.
Accepted the Treasurer's report: Administrative fund-
$6,720.38. Project funds-$41,579.40. Donations this
month included $200 to Good Samaritan and $400 to
Helping Hands. $67 was spent to pay for the Churchill
Key Club members’ dinner at the Division Council
meeting. $421.14 was spent for books to read and give
to the Ross Lane Headstart children.
Voted to give Don Johnson a “CLUB” thank you award
for his many years of participating in our club and
service projects. Voted to give $500 to Food for Lane
County in his name to be used for the Dining Room
since he was one person that was instrumental in getting
it started.
Approved Mission to Mexico as a new project with a
$900 budgeted amount. This is to provide 2
scholarships ($450 each) to high school students that
need financial aid to participate in Mission to Mexico.
Students will apply for the funds and be approved by the
Community Service Committee. It will not be restricted
to Key Club members but they will get priority.
Approved Lana Lansdown and Lorraine Naff for
membership. Orientation will be on February 12" and
they will be inducted into the club on February 18",
Heard that the mailing of the strawberry flyers will be
April 28™ at the Salvation Army. Delivery of the fresh
berries is planned for June 17" with the frozen berry
deliver on August 12", Frozen red raspberries will be
added as a new product.
Plans are being made to read to the Ross Lane
Headstart children on Dr. Seuss’s birthday (March 2").

Tom Stocks reviewed the results of the Club Excellence
Survey.

Club Excellence Survey Results

The results of the recently completed Club Excellence Tool
were presented to the Board at the February meeting. 41
members completed the questionnaire, with several
commenting on how difficult it was to respond to questions
that had multiple parts. Though this was a “rough” tool, it did
raise conversation concerning several issues that affect our
club.

The five items that received the highest point totals
(indicating that the membership strongly agreed with the
statements) were:

1. The club earns enough money to provide significant
service and add value to the community. The visibility of
the organization is enhanced by the fund raising events.

2. The club publishes a high quality club newsletter and
regularly communicates with members electronically.

3. Meetings are well-planned and considered a valuable
use of time by most members.

4. The club officer succession plan is in place. Strong
leaders step up to lead the club toward vision.

5. Energetic members serve on the board and attend
meetings. A summary of the board meeting is provided
to all members.

The three items that received the fewest points (indicating

“seldom or never”) were:

1. Members participate in an annual Membership
Education session.

2. Committees have defined objectives, meet regularly, and
celebrate progress.

3. Members appreciate rotating seat assignments on a
regular basis as a way to build new relationships. There
is an open chair at a table for a guest.

Thirteen other questions had answers that ranged from 1 to
5 (some members thought never and others thought always)

This survey was designed to point the board toward areas of
perceived strength and areas of potential growth as seen by
the membership.
