It is a
major undertaking of the Youth Services Committee
involving all members. This doesn't just happen. It takes a lot
of coordination, organization and perseverance to get the
names and set up the award banquet. Frank Day is the
person, year after year, who takes on this job and insures
that this celebration of outstanding high school seniors is the
rousing success it is. For this the Board has awarded him its
May Youth Recognition Board Thank You Award.

Board Meeting Notes

On May 10" the Board met and conducted the following

business:
Approved the minutes of the April 12" meeting.
Reviewed the monthly reports: Attendance 83%. 213
Administrative hours. 128 of those hours were for the
berry sale. 193 Service hours. 93 of those hours were
for the 31 members that attended the Youth Recognition
Banquet.
Accepted the Treasurer’s report: Project fund balance
$23,857.40. Administrative fund balance $2,346.19.
$4,598 was paid to International for dues. The following
donations were made: $1,500 to Food for Lane County
and Dining Room, $700 to Halfway House, $500 to the
Kyrgyzstan pruner project, $1,000 to Sheltercare, $1,000
to the Children’s Miracle Network, $500 to Doernbecher
Children’s Hospital, $500 to Pearl Buck, $280 to the
District Foundation and $1,400 to the OSU Foundation
for 4-H. $4,102.68 was paid for the Youth Recognition
Banquet. This covered dinners for the youth and their
guests.
Voted to give Frank Day the May Board Thank You
Award for his extra effort coordinating the Youth
Recognition Banquet.
Approved a Leave of Absence for Virginia Brooks from
June 1% through September 1°.
Directed Hugh Foley to transfer money from the Service
Fund to the Administrative Fund to cover the cost we
paid International for insurance.
Heard that the Community Service Committee will be
doing their collection of School Supplies starting in July
so they have them to distribute when school starts in
September.
Jean Koenig volunteered to coordinate participation in
Bark-in-the-Park, a fund raiser for Greenhill. Money will
be donated to Greenhill as part of the Governor's
project.
Results of the Club Survey that was done several
months ago were discussed and some “new ideas” will
be put into effect. The length of our meetings and not
having enough time for the speaker was discussed at
length. It was felt that taking time to shake hands with
several people before you sit down after the invocation
was superfluous since you probably already greeted the
members sitting near you when you came in. It was
decided that the speaker is entitled to 25 minutes and
the President has the option to cut off or cut out anything
to provide the speaker with this amount of time. We
want the meetings to be fun and have time for

socializing, but we need to be courteous to our speakers
and give them enough time to make their presentation.

Thursday, June 10, many of us will be involved in moving about
1,200 vehicles through the berry loading lines at Valley River
Center. But before this event can occur, there are many hours
and days of work by Kiwanians to spread the word about the
opportunity folks have to purchase berries.
