As you all know our annual berry sale is the corner stone of
our ability to finance our service projects. It is truly an all
member project. The big moment is the delivery where most
of us join in to get the fruit to our customers. Before that
moment can happen a lot of effort must be expended to
insure it will happen. Many of our members also participate
in that, but for most, it is just a couple of hours here or there.
For some however, it is 5 day a week job in the month of
May. Nancy Reed (our fearless leader) and Tom Stocks are
two members who committed their time almost every day to
insure the orders were promptly entered into the computer
and then double checked for accuracy. For their steadfast
dedication to the berry sale the Board awards them its
“Orders To Go” Board Thank You Award for the month of
June.

Strawberry Update

As of this writing the orders are all tabulated. The last big
jobs left are the delivery and celebration parties. This year
customers and orders are down slightly from last year.

Our biggest decrease was in fresh strawberries with 15#
buckets down 75 buckets and 30# buckets down 220
buckets. The new item, frozen red raspberries sold well with
382 buckets. Other frozen berry bucket sales did declined,
however, the net effect was an increase of 188 buckets of
frozen berries.

Member purchases generated $1,057 for our administrative
fund while North Eugene Key Club will receive $117 for the
berries they sold and the Churchill Key Club will get $345.

Board Meeting Notes

On June 14" the Board met and conducted the following

business:
Approved the minutes of the May 10" meeting.
Reviewed the monthly report: Attendance 86.6% with 7
Interclubs. 163 service hours. 444 administrative hours.
358 of the administrative hours were for the Berry Sale.
Accepted the Treasurer’s report. Hugh noted that $492
was transferred from the project fund to the
administrative fund for the liability insurance. As a
budgeted item, he was directed to transfer 10% of the
2009 berry sale net profit to the EEK Foundation.
Donations for the month include: $500 to Ophelia’'s
Place, $1,250 to the School Nurse Support 4-J, $300 to
the Boys and Girls Club, $1,000 to the Science Factory
and $300 to Station 7. $128 was paid to International for
member dues of NCU CKI. $500 was donated to the
Churchill Key Club to support their project of collecting
dog and cat food for Greenhill Humane Society.
Voted to give Nancy Reed and Tom Stocks the Board
Thank You Award for all of the time they spent
processing berry orders.
Voted to rent the “tent” and traffic cones to our berry
project. This rent can be considered an expense of the
fund raising project and can be placed in the
administrative fund which would help keep that fund at a
point where we don’t have to raise dues.
Named Tom Stocks, Gwen and LeRoy Hershiser as
delegates to the District Convention in Spokane and Bob
and Eileen Sanders, and Virginia Brooks as alternates.
Bob, Eileen and Virginia as Lt Governor and Past Lt.
Governors have voting privileges at the convention so
our club will have in essence 6 votes for matters coming
before the convention.
Approved Leave of Absences for the following members:

1 through Sept. 3, Bob and Eileen Sanders July 1
through August 1, Buck Rosselli June 1 through Sept.15.
Approved Melody Null's application for membership.
The Youth Services Committee is not meeting until late
August when they will start planning for the Choral
Festival.
The Sponsored Youth Committee is still working on
starting a Key Club in Harrisburg. Melody Null is
confident that it will be started. There is a meeting
scheduled with the Harrisburg school superintendent
and principal on June 24".
