Board Meeting Notes

On August 9" the Board met and conducted the following
business:
Approved the minutes of the unofficial Board meeting of
July 14", There was no quorum present.
Reviewed the monthly report. June: Attendance 83.3%.
Service hours 118. Administrative hours 375. July:
Attendance 70.4%. | have a feeling that attendance in
July being low may be due to the fact that there are
always several members that do not check in when they
come and if whoever is picking up the attendance sheet
doesn’t check, the attendance numbers are low. Being a
quiet month there were 13 service hours and 20
administrative hours.
Accepted the Treasurer’s report. Project fund balance
$79,110.17. The fresh strawberries have been paid for.
Balance in the administrative fund is $1,897.73. The
only donation this month was $750 to Habitat for
Humanity.
Voted to give Fred Ferdowsian the Board Thank You
Award for volunteering to take over the brunch following
the Highway Cleanup events.
Approved a Leave of Absences for Ray Hull from July
22" through September 3.
Agreed to instruct the delegates to the District
Convention in Spokane to approve the proposal to raise
the District dues by $2 each year for 5 years. See
article.
Approved the new member add fees for the club that the
Membership committee proposed. See article.

District Dues Increase

District dues help subsidize the travel costs of Lt. Governors,
District Chairs, District Officers and others as well as
supporting our Service Leadership Programs (Key clubs,
CKis etc.) and staffing the District office. With membership
declining by approximately 3% per year and inflation, the
District is finding it more difficult to provide a high level of
service to clubs and their members. The District Board of
Trustees is proposing an amendment to the Bylaws to raise
the dues by $2 per year commencing October 1, 2010 and
ending October 1, 2014 with a stipulation that if the District
membership is 12,000 or greater on October 1 of any given
year the dues increase would be suspended for that year.
Right now the District has 340 clubs with some 10,000
members. The Club Board discussed this proposed
amendment and decided that the delegates to Convention
should vote to approve this amendment being aware that it is
all of our responsibility to increase membership not only for
the financial reasons, but because we can do more service
in the community.

New Member Add Fees

Kiwanis International has gone to a graduated add fee for
new members which changes each month. In the past the
set fee for a new member was $80 no matter when the
person joined ($50 for International and $30 for the District).
At this point, the District is not planning on going to a
graduated add fee. The Membership Committee discussed
whether or not the club should go to graduated fees and
came to the Board with the following proposal which includes

the $30 fee for the District and the rest of the amount for
International. It is based on the International charge for the
mid month of the quarter.

If a person joins in October, November or December the
District and International add fee would be $92. January,
February or March $78. April, May or June $60. July,
August or September $42. The Club add fee would be in
addition to this. The Board approved these amounts.

Harrisburg Key Club

We believe we will be establishing a Key Club in Harrisburg.
We were contacted by Melody Null a Harrisburg parent with
a daughter in high school about starting a service club in the
High school. She heard about Key Club and contacted us
as the closest Kiwanis Club to them. Bob Sanders has been
working with her on getting one started. She has contacted
the high school principal and the district superintendent
along with two teachers who would be the school advisors
and all are behind it. Melody will be joining our club and be
the Club advisor. We hope to have it up and running this
fall.

Highway Cleanup

On August 7 an intrepid crew of Doug Schaaf, Jim Lane,
Fred Ferdowsian, Leo Steele, Gerry Keener, Don Lown,
Nancy Reed and Phil Jaspers performed a highway cleanup
at the end of the Beltline by West 11", A recent mowing on
our assigned section of Belt Line and West 11th obviously
improved the overall appearance by cutting down tall grass
and weeds, but oh how it shredded the trash! Well, not to
worry - - our Kiwanis crew just worked longer and harder in
cleaning up the mess, filling 15 bright yellow bags for the
ODOT truck to pick up. After the cleanup the crew enjoyed a
picnic brunch provided by Fred Ferdowsian.

Kiwanis Fails IRS Test

For the past 5 years both Kiwanis International and the
Pacific Northwest District have tried to get their status
changed from a 501 ( ¢ ) 4 organization to a 501 (¢ ) 3 non
profit organization. The big difference between the two
statuses is that donations to a 501 ( ¢ ) 3 can be deducted
as a charitable organization. One of the driving forces in us
establishing a Foundation was to allow people to give tax
deductible donations for local projects. Donations for the
Calder Court project at Camp Lane were handed through our
Foundation. This spring the IRS turned down both the
District and the International applications. This does not
preclude our Club from independently applying for this
status.

Nearby Nature Bike Shelter

This spring EEK members Tom Stocks, Fred Ferdowsian,
Frank Day, and Don Lown designed and built a 12 ft. X 10 ft.
bike rack shelter for use by students of Nearby Nature’'s
Charter School, events participants and volunteers. This
was just the latest project of several that we have
contributed to Nearby Nature over the past several years.
