Notes From the District Board 
Meeting-Eileen-Lt. Governor 

I attended the Mid Winter meeting of the District Board in 
Bellingham this past weekend.  The best part of the 
weekend was that I went up to Seattle Thursday evening 
and stayed with our son and daughter-in-law.  I got to spend 
a few hours, not long enough, with the grandchildren.  2 ½ 
years and 8 months.   

Friday evening we met with the CKI Board members and put 
together 334 kits for World Vision to be sent to Africa to 
benefit those that are taking care of people with Aids.  We 
accomplished this in 20 minutes. 

Of course, the hot topics are always risk management, 
membership and building new clubs.  No new Kiwanis Clubs 
have been started this year, but 20 new service leadership 
programs have been chartered.  When it comes to risk 
management, our club really needs to consider obtaining 
“Errors and Omissions for Officers and Directors” insurance.  
Along with that, we need to consider doing background 
checks on all members that work with youth.  It is too bad 
that the public is “lawsuit happy”, but we need to accept that 
fact and take precautions. 

The Finance Committee made the following decisions:  
Effective 10/1/08 the Builders Clubs will pay a flat fee of 
$150 instead of individual member fees, the fee for the 
Kiwanis insurance will be raised from $11.90 to $12 (it is sad 
to say, but book keepers “can’t multiply”!!), and members of 
Key, CKI and Aktion clubs will be referred to as “Kiwanians”. 

At the District Convention there will be a proposal to vote on 
to increase the District dues to $36.  Included in this amount 
will be $4 instead of $3 for the Builder and the last year of 
the automatic $1 per year increase that was voted in 5 years 
ago.   

The Executive Board was given permission to look at new 
ways of governing the District.  One model would be to have 
a Trustee from each Zone that would deal with the Executive 
Committee.  The Lt. Governors would be left to just deal with 
their Clubs.  Sylvester Neal, our International Trustee, 
reported that several Districts have done this.  It seems to 
work well and they actually save money.  He really 
encouraged the District to take a look at restructuring.  
Something else they are going to look into is having 2 year 
terms for Presidents and lt. Governors.  By the time you 
finish your 1st year you actually know what you should be 
doing.  It would also save money on leadership education. 

Other things to be considered at our Board meeting at 
District Convention are:  1.  Eliminating the District store.  It 
does generate income, but there is also money tied up in 
storage and inventory.  2.  Get rid of unused and outdated 
equipment including Audio Visual items, printers, computers, 
etc.  They are taking up a lot of storage space.  3.  Selling 
the District Van. It was purchased to save money on travel 
for the Governor.  It hasn’t been happening.  If a vehicle is 
needed to haul items to conventions or training it could be 
rented.
