On September 8" the Board met and conducted the

following business:

- Approved the minutes of the August 11" meeting as
written.
Reviewed the monthly report:  Attendance 85.1%.
Administrative hours 214 with 72 participating. Service
hours 57 with 21 members participating.
Accepted the Treasurer's report as presented: $500
donation to Women's’ Space. $226.41 spent for
backpacks for foster kids. $54,255.94 in project fund.
$3,188.72 in the administrative fund. $169.50 in the
lunch fund. There are still bills coming in for the Berry
Sale.
Heard that the Community Service committee is
planning on doing a sock drive this fall in conjunction
with the 4J school nurse support donation they give.
Reviewed the Installation Banquet on September 25" at
Shadow Hills Country Club at 6:30 p.m. Cost is $16. All
members need to sign up indicating whether or not they
are attending.
