Everyday Hero Award 
The Oregon Reading Association (ORA) is a non-profit 
organization comprised of close to 4,000 educators involved 
in all aspects of reading and language arts from kindergarten 
through university levels.  ORA, an affiliate of the 
International Reading Association, includes 12 local reading 
councils dedicated to promoting literacy and developing a 
lifelong love of reading.  Local councils are completely 
staffed by volunteers. 
 
Five years ago, Gayla Clark and Shirley Murata saw the 
need and started the Emerald Empire Reading Council 
which covers all of Lane county.  They are both retired 
teachers and have been doing this for 5 years. 
 
The families are obtained from organizations like Head Start, 
Relief Nursery and Pearl Buck.  When that organization has 
a family, a meeting is held with the sponsoring organization, 
the family and a representative from the Emerald Empire 
Reading Council.  If the family is accepted, a person from 
the Reading Council follows up by visiting the family, has a 
discussion on the importance of reading, reads to the 
children, and to further emphasize the importance of reading 
to child development allows each child to pick a book to 
keep for their own. 
 
For starting and continuing the Emerald Empire Reading 
Council and for all they do to make books available to 
children and promoting the love of reading we award them 
an Everyday Hero Award. 
 
Our club has donated approximately 250 books to them 
along with cash donations.  Stickers that say “this book is 
donated by the Emerald Empire Kiwanis Club” are being 
provided for each book we donate.  Buck Rosselli will accept 
donations of books at any time and get them to Gayla and 
Shirley.
