Board Meeting Notes  

On November 10th the Board met and conducted the 
following business: 
· Approved the minutes of the October 13th meeting. 
· Reviewed the monthly report:  Attendance 87.8%.  

Administrative hours-85 with 44 members participating.  
Service hours-302 with 31 members participating.  The 
major projects were new baby hats (60 hours), 
Metropolitan Choral Festival (61 hours) and the Interfaith 
Shelter (105 hours). 

· Accepted the Treasurer’s report:  $250 donated to 
Junction City Local Aid.  $750 donated to Mt. Pisgah.  
$44,154.61 in service account.  $7,969.49 in 
Administrative Fund.  $169.50 in lunch fund.   

· Voted to give Ralph Ettel the November Board Thank 
You award for his work on the Metropolitan Choral 
Festival. 

· Voted to give Carolyn Keener an Everyday Hero Award 
for all her coordinating and over seeing of the Interfaith 
Shelter program at Central Presbyterian Church. 

· Agreed to sell Entertainment books to members as a 
Administrative Fund raising project if there is enough 
interest. 

· Approved the proposed budget for 2008-2009.  All 
committees were fully funded.  There is still $14,254 of 
undesignated funds to be used for new projects or 
increases in already funded service projects. 

· Officially cancelled the noon meetings on Thanksgiving, 
Christmas and New Years. 

· Agreed to ring bells for the Salvation Army on December 
13th and 20th at two locations.  BiMart at 18th and 
Chambers and Rite Aid at 29th and Willamette. 

· Approved the Youth Services Committee’s request to 
look into obtaining a banner that could be used at our 
service projects indicating that it is the Emerald Empire 
Club at work. 

· Discussed how to fund our share of the Division SIGN 
project.  A committee of Bob Sanders (chair), Buck 
Rosselli and Carol Mead will meet and make 
recommendations on how to raise the money.  The 
Board did agree to setting aside $2,800 of the Service 
Fund to supplement the amount of money raised by the 
club. 

· Reviewed the Annual Report:  Service fund raising 
$36,504.  1,899 service hours.  At least 6,567 children 
served.  137 service projects (this includes the same 
service project reported more than once).

Everyday Hero Award 
This month we are awarding an Everyday Hero Award to 
Carolyn Keener.  Carolyn coordinates and runs St. Vincent 
DePaul’s Family homeless shelter program at Central 
Presbyterian Church during the last two weeks in October.  
This program provides temporary emergency shelter and 
food for 30 days for adults with children.  Families move from 
church to church every week.  This 30 day shelter program 
allows families time to find more permanent shelter.  Central 
takes on a two week period, and coordinates with 3 other 
Presbyterian churches to staff the project.  Carolyn is the key 
person in this project and exemplifies the words on the 
award, “rendering service beyond what is ordinary or 
expected and for doing so without regard for attention or 
receiving in return; but rather because it was the right thing 
to do and needed to be done”.  Thank you Carolyn Keener!

 SIGN 
SIGN (The Surgical Implant Generation Network) was 
founded in 1997 by Dr Lewis Zirkle. He founded SIGN in 
response to the problem of severe trauma caused by 
millions of traffic accidents that occur annually in developing 
countries.  Many of these accidents cause multiple fractures 
of legs and arms that will not heal with external casting or 
traction.  Fractures of this type require an insertion of an 
“intermedullary nail” into the central cavity of the bone to 
hold the bone segments in alignment and utilize real-time 
imaging equipment. Hospitals in developing countries 
usually don’t have it or it is to expensive for normal people to 
afford.  SIGN addressed the problem by developing and 
manufacturing a high quality implant (nail & screw to fix it 
rigidly in place) that can be placed in a leg or arm fracture 
using SIGN’s specially-designed mechanical instruments 
and tools.  The seed money came from an $10,000 award Dr 
Zirkle got from Kiwanis International for his work in bringing 
an IDD project to Vietnam.  The full story including oversight 
and monitoring is contained in the handout distributed at our 
November 6th meeting.   

At the last Division Council meeting the Division voted to 
take on the project of financing one SIGN clinic.  The cost is 
$15,000 and includes financing the training of surgeons, 
tools and nails to fix 100 patients.  Treatment also includes 



necessary real nursing care and food during the recovery 
period (usually 3 days).  SIGN provides replacement nails.  
At our November 6th Club meeting the Club voted to join this 
Division project.  To meet the goal a club should raise $56 
per member.  For our Club that would be $2,800.  That 
comes out to $1 per week per member for 13 months.  The 
committee set up by the Board will meet and develop 
methods to raise this money.  To insure we will raise our 
share of the Division project we have set aside $2,800.  All 
donations are tax deductible. 

We will be able to choose a center location from a list 
provided by SIGN and name the clinic and the people will 
know that this comes from people in the United States.  
There is no better way to increase our standing in the world 
and retrieve our countries reputation one person at a time.
